Special Equipment Required:

e At least one locker (two is better)
e 357 tires and an appropriate lift on a short wheelbase vehicle and 37°s and an
appropriate lift on a longer wheelbase vehicle.
e Rock sliders, skid plates or armor will not eliminate the possibility of body
damage but may reduce its likelihood or severity
