Update on Legislation to Reauthorize the OHV Program in
California - SB 249.

Just a few short months ago, we never would have believed
we could take out 90% of the objectionable components of SB
249, and rewrite the bill using current law as the basis for
moving forward. Because of your calls and communications to
legislators and justified anger at the original language in SB
249, the OHV community was able to convince the author and
legislative leaders to work collaboratively on this bill and it's
companion bill SB 159. SB 249 removed the sunset for the
California OHV recreation program, giving us a permanent
program and grants program protected by statute!
